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THE CAPTAIN’'S REPORT

It has been another successful summer at Fortrose and Rosemarkie Golf Club despite a number of challenges.
We were pleased that, following the damage caused by storm Ciaran at the end of October 2023, we were able
quickly to repair and protect the first and second tees and buffer the first fairway with sand to protect it until we
were in a position to finance more permanent works.

The Go Fund Me appeal has raised approximately £35,000 and a big thank you to all members (and many
non-members) who contributed to this. All monies raised through various initiatives including the Golf Day/
Fundraiser with support of the Kingsmills Hotel on Friday, 11" October 2024 which raised over £24,500 will be
used to kick start the funding of the next stage of works to protect the side of the first fairway and a small area
beyond the second tee. Mike has also secured additional funding through an application process with the Port
of Cromarty Firth Authority whereby they were supporting local community projects as part of a community
sponsorship programme and | am pleased to say that we have secured an additional £5,000 for the coastal
defence project.

As a rough estimate, the additional works will cost the club a further £150,000 and whilst the club has some
reserves, we will need to raise more money next year so we would urge any members who have not already
made a donation to the fund to consider doing so.

It was decided some time ago to irrigate seven of our most “at risk” fairways and this work will have been

completed by the time this newsletter is published. The purpose of this work is not to alter the fast running of the
fairways in the summer but to protect them during exceptionally dry spells. We will also continue with our rolling
plan to replace some of our older green’s machinery/equipment for the benefit of our greens staff and the Links.

Despite the terrible Summer, the links have been well used and George and his team have maintained them
to an exceptional standard allowing us to host a number of events, culminating in The World Hickory Open
Championship which took place at the end of October with the participants all enjoying our traditional links.

The new James Braid Competition (open to men and women) was a great success with Fraser Patience winning
the men’s competition and Hayley Lewis winning the women’s competition. You will also see that the new
scorecards now rate all the tees for play by both men and women. It is my hope that the Club will continue to
look to integrate its competitions and activities as | believe that this reflects how the modern family will want to
play golf together. On this note, the Club ran a successful junior coaching program again this summer and a
program to encourage women to get into golf. Many thanks to all the volunteers who gave their time to make
this happen.

The catering was a bit of a disappointment this summer with Linus and his team at Braid’s Restaurant leaving
mid-October. However, | am delighted to say that the Club has been able to secure the services of Craig
Douglas (Cove Restaurant) as the new franchisee and he started working here on Tuesday, 29" October 2024.

Chef at the Kingsmills Hotel and we wish him every success. We hope you will support him and spread the word.

We are also planning some work in the Clubhouse over the winter period. You may have noticed that the soft
furnishings and carpet have all been cleaned and we will continue to monitor this. The restaurant area needs
upgrading and the bar itself will be modernised before the start of the 2025 playing season.

You will also have received a draft of a new constitution for the Club with a covering letter explaining the more
significant changes. | would urge you all to read it and give us your feedback. | would like to thank Tom Hillis
and his sub-group for producing this readable and clear document to act as the basis for the Club as we move
forward.

Finally on a personal note. My term as Captain is coming to an end. It has been a great honour to be your first
female Captain and | have thoroughly enjoyed it, mostly because of the great help and support | have from the
Council and Club Staff, who all work very hard to keep the Club moving forward. We are very lucky to have such
a dedicated team in place and | would urge you all to consider putting your name/s forward to sit on Council.

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THE WORLD HICKORY OPEN CHAMPIONSHIP

The FINAL DAY'S play of the World Hickory Open Championship took place on the Links at Fortrose & Rosemarkie
Golf Club on Thursday, 10* October 2024 with 62 players competing for the coveted titles.

Hickory Golf for those who may be unfamiliar with it, is a variation of golf played with old-fashioned hickory
shafted golf clubs and it was fantastic to see as always. With active groups from the USA, Canada, Asia and
countries from throughout Europe competing this form of golf continues to be great fun and is on the increase in
terms of popularity throughout the world.

The attraction of playing with hickory clubs is that they reintroduce ‘feel’ to the golf shot. Proponents also claim
that Hickory golf allows golfers to play classic golf courses as they are meant to be played and, as our own Club
is the 15" Oldest Recorded Club in the world, that has a resonance with us. There were various categories used
at the Championship which included:

ANTIQUE HICKORY SHAFTED CLUBS: This category is for equipment whose club heads were made prior to 1935.
MODERN AUTHENTIC HICKORY SHAFTED CLUBS: This category is for equipment made to replicate, as nearly as
possible, clubs that were made prior to 1935.

RETRO FITTED CLUBS: This category is for clubs that were made in 1935 or before and at the time of their
release were available with both wood and steel shafts.

At the conclusion of the Championship, a dinner and prize-giving
for everyone took place at the Kingsmills Hotel in Inverness.

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News from the Greens team

As the Autumn and Winter season is fast approaching our focus shifts from course preparation to course
remediation. Our Winter programme is getting underway and as the years go by it seems there is less time to
complete it. The golfing season has been hectic to say the least with time sheets heavily booked out and with
plenty of visitors coming from all over the world to savour our links. When the course is looking good and playing
well, then all the hard work is worth it. Thank you for all the positive comments. Proudly, my staff who have
worked tirelessly again trying to keep up with everything have to be congratulated for their efforts.

The season started quite late with a cool and dry early summer period and from July onwards there were no
prolonged dry periods at all and the irrigation system laid idle. This has helped the fairways no end with enough
rainfall to promote steady growth and to help with seeded divot repairs. I'm not sure what the winter weather will
bring but I'm betting on a cold onel!

We have had a new replacement John Deere fairway machine added to our fleet recently and the fairways are
coming up beautifully with it. Next on the list is to replace our small tractor which is coming up 15 years old.

Our planned irrigation instalment to seven fairways is underway and this will safeguard the turf from drying out
when we encounter any droughty weather. Sprinklers are going into 1 - 4t, 7t 12t and 13t fairways. Irrigation to
these areas will be diligently used at times when needed and also help with seed germination which is essential
given the level of golf and presentation required these days. Last winter we had a new additional water tank
added to give us ample water if required during high use periods.

Coastal erosion works: The works undertaken this Spring by GF Job (contractors) to protect our 1t and 2™ tees
and along the 1¢ fairway has been effective. Costing is currently underway to finish the entire length of fairway
and just past the 2" tee with rock armour but it will not be cheap!

Workwise, through the winter, we have around 11 bunkers to repair this year. We will have already completed the
hollow coring, sanding and seeding of the greens. The planned hollows on either side of the 3rd fairway never
got done last winter, so may get done this winter. We are also looking at building a new and alternative 11th
Medal tee for the gents adjacent and below the current one, which would be the same length and open up the
dog leg view of the hole. As part of this project, aeration and sanding of the areas would help to promote firmer
and more resilient playing surfaces. When the colder and frosty weather is more apparent, bush management
for both regeneration and health and safety purposes, along with machinery upkeep, will be carried out.

On the practice range, we are still hopeful of replacing and re-aligning our main mat. This is to encourage
hitting towards the left side portion of the range and reduce the amount of golf balls ending up over the
caravan site fence which we regularly hand-pick 30 to 40 balls every time we go into that area so please aim
to the left side and DO NOT hit longer clubs if playing from the right side. During November through until mid-
March, we would require all practice to be taken from any of the mats available unless you are chipping onto
the practice green. This will give the grassed areas a chance to recover after the heavy use this year. Thank you
in advance.

Thank you to any volunteers who assisted us throughout the summer in divoting the fairways. This is really
appreciated. Enjoy your golf.

Please note that the BLUE POSTS went out onto the course on Monday, 4" November 2024 where the WINTER
TEES are now in operation until Friday, 14™" March 2025.

MATS WILL COMPULSORY FOR THE OFF-PEAK SEASON UNLESS YOU ARE PLAYING FROM OUTSIDE THE BLUE STAKED
AREAS WHICH ARE CLEARLY MARKED BY THE GREENS STAFF ON EACH HOLE. IF YOU ARE PLAYING FROM INSIDE THE
STAKED AREAS, YOU MUST USE A MAT. THIS IS COMPULSORY!

IF YOU ARE OUTSIDE THE LINE OF THE BLUE POSTS IN THE THICKER ROUGH, YOU
MUST PLAY THE BALL AS IT LIES AND NOT FROM A MAT AS YOU WILL BE GIVING
YOURSELF AN UNFAIR ADVANTAGE OVER OTHERS ESPECIALLY WHEN PLAYING
IN COMPETITIONS! he fairways, and in pretty much all cases, the first cut

of rough really needs to be protected during the off-peak season so we
would like to thank you all for your understanding during this time.
